A graduate of the Moscow Conservatoire and prizewinner at the Viotti
International Competition, Alexander combines a busy concert career with his role as Professor of
Piano at Trinity Laban Conservatoire. His extensive discography includes Rachmaninov’s 24 Piano
Concerto with the Royal Philharmonic Orchestra conducted by Sir Alexander Gibson. Alexander’s
performances are celebrated for their sensitivity and passion, leaving audiences thirsty for more.
